When Nikola was just a baby, his parents Maria and Mili
were living in an upstairs apartment. Maria remembers
the frustration of carrying loads of groceries up those stairs,
in the rain, with the baby on one hip. The apartment
complex was noisy and always had tenants moving in
and out. In an apartment, “you never know who your
neighbor is,” Maria told us. Nikola was getting bigger and
would start crawling soon. His parents wanted a place
that would be clean and safe. And theirs.

Maria and Mili looked at some houses on the market, but
the only reasonably priced homes were major fixer uppers.
One day, on the way to church, they saw a “for sale” sign
at CCLT’s SE Phillips Creek development.
