“Watershed” Takes On A New Meaning

The homes are finished at Juneberry Lane and
the landscaping is going in. While some of the
commonspace landscaping at Juneberry will be done by
the homeowners next spring, other components have been
installed. This includes theWaterShed -
a rainwater harvester

WaterSheds are freestanding structures that
independently harvest, store and distribute large quantities
of rainwater to irrigate vegetable gardens
at the household and community lex¢efirst glance, the
8'x10’ WaterShed looksike a cute garden shed.
In fact, it does provide valuable tool storage space, but
first and foremost it collects and stores 1,744 gallon&f of the many green features at Juneberry Lana/itir Shed

. . . harvests, stores and distributes rainwater for community use.

rainwaterRain runs from the metal roof into the tank.

A solar panel on the roof runs the pump that allows homeowners at Juneberry to get water for their vegetable
beds through thé&/aterShed hose bib.

Sandes¥&nhson and
Ryana Davis purchased their homes just a couple of weeks apart this past
summerSandee was on the CCQualified Buyer List, but f&ana learned
about the program while visiting her future mother-in-law just down the street
from the CCI home.
This is our first time working in Molalla and it was gréik neighbors were very friendtiie stafat the City
was great to work with, and we used a Molalla-based construction coriyiayBrothers Construction, to
complete the rehab on one of the homes.
Sandee purchased a 1200 sq. foot, 3 bedroom/2 bath home built in 2001. The rehab on her home consiste
of new hardwood floors, new siding, interior and exterior paint, and new appliances and fixtures in the kitchen.
Ryana purchased a 1300 sq.foot, 4 bedroom/2 bath
home built in 2003. The rehab on her home included new
kitchen appliances and fixtures, interior paint, and some
grading to the slope of the yard.
CCLT received Neighborhood&bilization Program
(NSP) funding through Clackamas County Community
Development Division this yedrhe taget price for homes
brought into trust through the NSP program is $120,000.
This price results in a monthly payment of about $900
including principle, interest, taxes, insurance andd€4se
fees. The NSP funding allowed us to purchase 5 bank-
owned homes in 2010. CTlalso purchased two homes
in Milwaukie and one home in Oregon City with NSP funds.
